- The Iranian researcher "Shahabuddin Mahdawi” wrote a paper
entitled "David Hume and his Application of the Experimental
Approach to Philosophy: a Study of the Principle of Causation
as a Model,” highlighting the process of Hume's projection of the
experimental approach onto philosophy, where Hume considered
that the external necessity is not something that can be traced
back to the impression, and he explained in the principle of
causation that it is an emerging mental necessity based on the
law of association.
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- The Egyptian scholar "Bahaa Darwish” wrote an article entitled
‘David Hume as an Example of the Enlightenment Dilemma’, in
which he highlighted one of Hume's philosophical structures that
made "the science of human being" at the top of other sciences,
while the results concluded by the Enlighteners are exactly the
opposite, as those results ended saying that man is a being without
a soul, without a psychological essence, no freedom for his will, and
no extraordinary faculty of the mind he has, either, and therefore,
he has got no distinction from other beings that could be equivalent
to his pride of his capabilities. The researcher also pointed out that
Hume makes up this characteristic in the best representation, it can
also be said that he is the philosopher of doubt about the human
mental capacity in terms of its cognitive ability, as he found no
Justification for a belief other than the power of habit.

- Under the title "Critique of Hume's Skepticism: The Difficulty of
Knowing the Facts of Existence” the Tunisian scholar and academic
"Noureddine El-Safi" addressed the most attractive point in David
Hume's philosophy, and we mean by that the suspicion and
skepticism that governed his overall intellectual achievement and
the implications that resulted later.

- The Iragi researcher "Mazen Al-Mtouri” writes an article under
the title "David Hume and the Causation Law: The Ambivalent
Contradiction Game" in which he sought to study and criticize
David Hume's position on the causation law and explain the
contradiction in his logic. In this context, the researcher wonders
about the correctness of the argument that forced Hume to deny
the existential and inevitable necessity of the relationship between
cause and effect in understanding and realizing the abstractions
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Mind by David Hume," the Tunisian researcher "Sarah Daboussi”
critically approached the issue of causation as constructed by
Hume. It also dealt with his skepticism, which admits that it is
impossible to reach final facts. That is due to the inability of the
mind - as he claims - to explain the relationship between a cause
and its producer.

- The Iranian researcher "Hussein Ali Shaydan Shaid” wrote an
article entitled "The Troubled Link between Reason and Religion:
A Critical Approach to David Hume's Vision” in which he clarified
the nature of the link between reason and morality in a critical
and analytical framework, through the great importance Hume
attached to the question of the effect of the mind on morality,
where he restricted the scope of the mind's influence largely due
to his belief that emotions are rather the most fortunate in this
regard. However, Hume did not adhere to this view throughout his
intellectual course, but instead he sometimes adopted views that
were inconsistent with his own previous views.

e In the chapter on "Debate Circles” you will read a set of
researches that are sequenced as follows:
- The Iranian researcher Muhammad Fath Ali Khani discussed
here Hume's treatises related to the miracle in the context of his
arguments with the Christian theology. In this research focusing
on how Hume has handled the subject of the miracle, Ali Khani
endeavors to criticize issue within the frame of his interests in the
issues of theological philosophy. Besides, the research includes
a breakdown and an analysis of Hume's ideas; subsequently, he
criticized on the basis of the realism of the miracle according to
the rational induction approach.
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itin the third section, with particular stress on his discussion about
the identity and the simplicity of bodies.

b. Protesting about his view about the identity and the simplicity

c. Declaring that it is impossible to take his advice of having
"moderate” skepticism seriously

- The lIranian researcher, Ali Djakam wrote about "The
Controversial Relation Between the Mind and the Eye" in which
he observes Hume's theses in Mutahari's critical ideology so he
would uncover for us that Hume did not only deny the existence
of the independent psychological essence, but he also denied
the existence of the external materialistic essence, too; for he
claimed that we conclude from feelings and experimentation the
existence of a series of things called symptoms and conditions,
but the existence of the physical essence which is the origin of
the conditions of the conscience and the inner voice is neither
supported by experimentation, nor is it evidenced by the sense.

- The Egyptian researcher and academic "Ghidan El-Sayed Ali"
wrote a research entitled "The Genesis of Religion to Hume from
PluralismtoMonotheism:Criticisminthe DevelopmentofReligions”
and it contains a critical contiguity of Hume's vision about the
origin and rising of religions, their development and advancement;
he intended to show the shortcomings and deficiencies that
marred Hume's treatment of the religious issues, explaining his
contradictions in those cases that Hume had claimed not only
discerning their truths but also exploring them.

- Under the title "The Incomplete Causality: Criticism of the Limited
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they are observing the phenomena of existence and the reasons
lying behind those phenomena.

- The research focuses on the epistemological side, not the
ideological, in Hume's skepticism so it may point out the effect on
his behavior in life and on his view of the world; also, he touches
on Hume's relation with the Greek foundation of the skeptic trend
which had started with Byronism (named after Byron), who is the
founder of skepticism school of thought in the 3rd Century B.C. and
remained prevailing till the ages of enlightenment and modernity.
- Hume's Theory on Justice: An Endeavor to Criticize his Political
Theory:

- The researcher "Ahmad Wae'thi" endeavored in his study to
explicate and analyze the views and the theories proposed by
Hume in the domain of justice; he clarified the extent of justice’s
correlation with the epistemological and anthropological precepts
he advocates in a critical study fundamentally revolving about his
theory on the aforementioned topic. Also, the researcher defended
a conceived delusion which states that Hume adopts two various
theories about justice, and rather his discernment of justice is
based on conceptions particularly with respect to man and his
epistemological position, the nature of his moralistic virtues, and
his internal motives which motivate him to establish a society
where those precepts are taken into consideration.

- Under the title "The Ancients, the Vulgar, and Hume's Skepticism:
ldentity and Exaggerated Uncertainty,” the American researcher
"Maria F. Magoula Adamos” discusses three fundamental cases so
long they have been disregarded by critics, and they are:
